· Called for volunteers to PHS Commissioned Corps Awareness Day, a good opportunity to recruit members.  Announcement has been forwarded to 3 subcommittees for distribution; need volunteers to respond by March 11.
2. Vice Chair report: LCDR Jerry Zee

(Reply: Christina Thompson says that plan is to post them on the APAOC Facebook page.  LCDR Karen Chaves says CDR Cheryl Fajardo, a GM, will manage APAOC FB page; Public Relations Subcommittee will give more details later.)
· 1-minute moment of silence was requested by LCDR Zee and observed to honor former Surgeon General Dr. C. Everett Koop, who passed away February 25, 2013.
· LCDR Zee proposes formation of an Ad Hoc Award/Fundraising Working Group (WG).  He asks, if it would be okay to rename it “Merchandising WG” to comply with the prohibition of using the word, “fundraising” in its title?  The vision for this WG would be to figure out what is the best way to generate funding and figure out the terminology for fundraising.  LCDR Zee thought that maybe Leadership & Strategic Planning could be involved with running this WG.
