· The activity must be related to BCOAG or your work as a MOLC or PAC Liaison.  Examples of activities that count are preparing reports for BCOAG meetings, attending BCOAG voting member or general meetings, preparing BCOAG-related reports for your PAC meetings, attending your PAC meetings in the role of Liaison, preparing for and running your BCOAG committee or workgroup meetings, any activities related to your BCOAG committee or workgroup, reviewing and writing BCOAG-related e-mails, reviewing BCOAG-related documents, reviewing and scoring new voting member applications, etc.  

· The time spent on BCOAG activities must be greater than or equal to 1 hour.
· If you do 1 hour of BCOAG-related activities, that counts as “1 hour.”  

· If you do 6 hours of BCOAG-related activities, that counts as “6 hours.”

· If you do 30 minutes of activity on 1 day and another 30 minutes of activity on the next day, neither of those days counts because the minimum of 1 hour within a day was not reached.
