2012 Junior Officer Excellence in Healthcare Leadership Award
LCDR Brett Maycock received the 2012 Excellence in Healthcare Leadership Award in recognition of his exemplary leadership and outstanding accomplishments in developing the country’s first-ever National Preparedness Goals policy.  This policy is part of the Presidential Policy Directive 8, which identified core capabilities and targets necessary to achieve preparedness across the five mission areas of prevention, protection, mitigation, response, and recovery.

LCDR Maycock currently serves as the first Department of Homeland Security, Office of Health Affairs Medical Liaison to the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA). In this role, he is responsible for a variety of leadership assignments outside of his normal assigned duties. For example, he has advised FEMA’s Direct Housing Working Group (DHWG) on the health effects of formaldehyde in Temporary Housing Units (THUs).  Through his efforts, FEMA eliminated the need to test THUs for formaldehyde and saved the agency $75 million, while still protecting occupants that have experienced disasters.  In addition to his duty station assignments, LCDR Maycock is an active voting member of the Health Administration Professional Advisory Group and serves as the Junior Officer Advisory Group Vice Chair.
